The Anglesey Show is well known throughout the country and beyond as 
an event that extends a warm welcome to all its visitors and exhibitors and the level of 
the competitions and attractions are maintained at a high level. "Over the years there 
has been a significant amount of capital investment in the Showground and its 
facilities in a continuous programme of improvements, but we cannot stand still. We 
must ensure that full use is made of the facilities throughout the year and this vital 
new partnership will enable us to continue and increase our developments and events 
programme." The Showground can offer Pafiliwn Môn which is ideal for concerts, the 
Food Hall and a large annex. There is also parking for over 3,000 cars on the site. The 
Showground is ideally situated, being just off the A55 and within a few minutes for 



the Holyhead ferries to and from Ireland. With commercial flights starting soon from 
Valley to Cardiff this will make the Showground accessible from Europe.
